Vote for a New Majority 
 

Three of five MUD Board Director positions are up for election 
on May 10th.  Your vote for Nelson, Farley, and Elleson will 
usher in a new era for our neighborhood. 
 
Upon election, this new majority will begin a neighborhood 
referendum to determine what to do with the $10 Million 
surplus.  If the neighborhood votes to return the majority of the 
$10 million surplus fund as a tax rebate, property owners could 
receive approximately $2,000. 
 
Other potential uses of the surplus could be to designate the 
funds for specific projects including a public library, recreation 
center, senior center, or police substation.  You will be asked 
within weeks of our election for additional ideas, which will 
become the basis of a neighborhood referendum to decide what 
to do with the surplus funds. 
 
AMFuture candidates advocate property owners making this very 
important decision.

The Future is Hereé And Itôs Yours! 

On December 31, 2008, Anderson Mill will be annexed by the City of 
Austin and a "Limited District" will be automatically created.  It will provide 
service for our parks, pools, deed restriction enforcement and trash 
collection only.  Later, you will decide whether to keep the limited district 
for ten years. 
 
With a limited district, you will pay two taxes: the City's and the district's. 
 
AMFuture wants you to learn the facts and the concerns about the limited 
district including: double taxation; use of the $10 million surplus fund for 
projects like a library or to pay limited district expenses; affordable trash 
service; and how high a tax rate will be. 
 
Our role is to take a hard, critical look at all the facts and present them to 
you so YOU can decide whether a limited district is right for you. 
 
Is a Limited District in Anderson Millõs future? 
 
Nelson, Farley and Elleson bring the facts, not rumor or misinformation, like: 
 
òIf there is no LD, the $10 million surplus fund goes to the city 
which will spend it as it likes.ó   On March 20th, the city council took 
Elizabeth Ellesonõs suggestion and voted unanimously to use any money it 
gets for capital projects like a branch library or police substation in Anderson 
Mill. 
 
 òThe tax rate will be .10/$100.ó   The tax rate could start at $.10 but 
wonõt stay low.  The $10 million surplus fund will be used also to pay LD 
expenses and will run out, estimates show, before the end of 10 years.  After 
that, the tax rate may climb as high as $.46/$100, todayõs MUD rate, to 
cover all LD costs.

Itõs 
about who is best qualified, has the highest integrity, is innovative, and takes 
the initiative in preparing Anderson Mill for its future.

What Is the Real Cost of a Limited District? 
 
In 2007, the District received $2.2 
million of tax revenues.  This was based 
on a tax rate of $.46 per $100 of home 
valuation.  Basic math tells us that for 
every $1 million the District will decide 
to spend, they must tax you $.21/$100.  
Based on the MUDõs 2007 budget of $1.5 
million for parks and pools, and allowing 
for staff reductions and reduced outlay for 
capital projects, letõs assume the budget 
could be brought down to $1 million 
annually for parks and pools. The 
resultant tax rate would be $.21/$100. 
 
In 2008, the solid waste contract cost is 
$480,000 (projected to increase).   This 
translates to an additional $.10/$100 (or  

 
more) the District will need to collect from 
property owners in order to manage this 
expense. 
 
Without even talking about the costs of 
Deed Restriction enforcement, we can 
project a need on the part of the District 
to collect a minimum of a $.31/$100 tax 
from homeownersõ pockets. 
  
$.31 is exactly two-thirds of the 
$.46/$100 tax rate Anderson Mill 
property owners paid this year.  This 
$.31/$100 tax could be anywhere from 
$350 to $500 per year on a typical 
Anderson Mill home.  This is in addition to 
the Cityõs $.4126/$100 tax. 

 
Why Wonôt the MUD Tell You 

the Real Cost? 
 

Four of the five current MUD Board members signed 
and executed the Strategic Partnership Agreement 
with the City of Austin back in November, 1998.  
Theyôve known for ten years that annexation was 
coming and that the Limited District would need to 
be addressed.  Who better to know the projected 
costs?  And yet, they cannot provide you with a 
projected tax rate prior to this election.
